It will also house
a Staff Room for the Teachers and is the keystone building on entrance to the site.

The Classroom Block is now very much
our focus. This is a photo taken from the
first floor of the construction showing
the structural engineers who visited

the site to carry out an inspection. The
building will contain 2 science labs and
8 classrooms. Adjoining rooms on the
ground floor and first floor will have the
ability to open up into two large exam
halls.
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The walls for the Classroom Block are
made up of the Interlocking Stabilised
Soil Blocks (ISSBs) we told you about last
month.

We have now made 20,000 of these
eco-friendly blocks, shown below in
storage, all ready to be placed within the
structure.
